 Notes for Applicants

Before completing an application, participants are encouraged to read closely the aims, and rationale for the WERN pilot (these can be found by registering on the WERN Virtual Research Environment at http://groups.tlrp.org
 or by visiting the WERN website www.wern.ac.uk ).   The following points, together with the notes for the assessment criteria on page 3, should provide you with all the information you need to complete your application form – if any further help is needed please contact the WERN Administrative Office (contact information on page 3).
Section A - Details of Applicants
1.  Section A(1) – in this section you should provide your full name and contact email and telephone number(s).

2.  Section A(2) – in this section you should provide information relating to your current employment – remember also to attach a current curriculum vitae.  Please indicate how many years you have been research active and if you have experience of research in a field other than education, please provide details on an additional sheet (if necessary) and attach it to your application (please indicate clearly which section any attachment refers to).  You should also indicate if you are currently an academic who has had an earlier career in education or elsewhere.

3.  Section A(3) -  In order to monitor participation in the WERN Schemes biographical data are required for the later independent evaluation and report to ESRC and HEFCW.  Each applicant is requested to provide information which captures relevant biographical data and which will be used to profile the characteristics of those participating in the scheme.  This information is collected in Section A(3) or individuals wishing to provide the data anonymously should complete Section E and return to the WERN Administrative Office:  Trinity College, School of Education Studies and Social Inclusion, College Road, Carmarthen SA31 3EP.  The biographical data provided will be held and processed in accordance with the Data Protection Act 1998.  It will only be used to profile the characteristics of those participating in the scheme. 
4.  Section A(4) – in this section you should provide details of the research project you would like to join.  You are also required to confirm that you have attached a 500 word outline of the research placement.  You are required to obtain the permission of you proposed Mentor as indicated here.

5.  Section A(5) – Please provide details here of your Mentor’s Head of Department.  You are required to obtain authority from your Mentor’s Head of Department as indicated here.

6.  Section A(6) – Please tick this box to indicate that you have provided a full CV showing details of your academic record and post graduate career information (including your current employment – in date order, current post first). 

7.  Section A(7) – Please provide detail here of any publications that you have been involved with.

Section B – Proposed Placement Information

In a maximum of 500 words and using the headings below please summarise:

i)  Your area of research interest, which must be in the field of education.

ii)  The importance and relevance to your development as a researcher of your involvement with the proposed project.

ii) The knowledge and insights which you hope to develop as a result of involvement in this project.

iv) How it is envisaged that working on this project would contribute to your research capacity building.

Please note that evidence of match funding from your Institution is also required – this information can be submitted as an appendix to this section and as such will be exempt from your word count.
Section C – Mentor Information

The applicant should obtain the required information and signatures from the proposed Mentor prior to submission of the application.  The Mentor is also required to provide a short CV.

Section D  – Declaration
The applicant should fully complete and sign this form and should obtain a countersignature from their Head of Department.  By signing Section B, the Head of Department confirms his/her agreement for you to be made available to attend your placement.  They are also confirming that the named individual will have institutional support which will include an appropriate level of match funding.

Please note that if your proposal attracts funding, you will also be required to obtain a signature (at that stage) on behalf of your Administering Authority for example from your Registrar, Vice Chancellor's Office or Secretary of Institute who will accept responsibility for all legal, regulatory and financial requirements relating to this award.
It is a requirement of this award, that evidence of match funding by all participating Institutions be provided – see the FAQs for further information.  

Section E Appendix – Biographical Data (submitted anonymously)
Section E only needs to be completed if you did not provide the biographical data required in Section A(3) and wish to provide the information anonymously. 
Notes on Assessment Criteria

Please note that the following criteria will be used by the WERN Assessment Panel to consider each application received – this material is provided so as to help you ensure that you cover all the required elements in your application.

Assessment criteria for funding:
1. That the application is sound - that it demonstrates how the placement builds on the applicant’s previous experience and provides a clear rationale for how the fellowship will develop the applicant’s research capacity.
2. The potential of the project placement to realise the aims of the fellowship.

3. The value to Wales, and specifically to research agenda of the Welsh Assembly Government
4. Value for money including indication of matched institutional funding.
