Additional guidance for Category 2 applications

The funding conditions for WERN make clear that at least one of the Category 2 Group Bursaries that are funded should ‘examine the application of the findings of the TLRP projects in the Welsh context’.
Further guidance from HEFCW and WAG on this condition is as follows:
It is intended that this project should be a desk-based review that will consider the TLRP projects across the UK and identify those with outcomes of particular interest to, or applicability in, Wales.
The review might include:

· An interpretation of the findings in relation to the Welsh policy context of those TLRP projects not carried out in Wales; 
· An identification of those TLRP projects carried out in Wales or elsewhere in the UK where further broader research work in a Welsh context would be of value ;

· An identification of  further work that could be taken forward through WERN or other networking opportunities

The review would contribute to a scoping of future research areas in Welsh context
In terms of applicability this could mean either those research outcomes which would be pertinent in addressing particular issues in a Welsh context (eg social inclusion, use of different languages, etc) or particular Welsh Assembly priorities (eg early years [Foundation Stage]).
